OAT Terms
Acronym- A word formed from the first letters of the words in a phrase.
Metaphor- A direct comparison between two unlike things
Graphic organizer- any illustration, chart, graph, map, etc. used to help interpret info. about the text.
Irony- The use of words to convey the opposite of their literal meaning

Idiom- A phrase or expression whose meaning cannot be understood using the ordinary meanings of the words in it.
Genres- Categories of literary (fiction or poetry) or informative writing (biography, news, etc.)

Main idea- The author’s main reason for writing. Usually found in the topic sentence. In multi-paragraph writing, look at intro or conclusion

Personification- Giving living qualities to non-living things. A form of comparison
Literary devices- figures of speech; comparisons in the language

Schema- prior knowledge about any topic
