Tangerine Comp Book Response Outline
For every two dates in Paul’s journal, please do the following in your Tangerine  Response journal (comp book):

1. Summarize/ paraphrase the main events, characters, Paul’s observations, revelations, etc. for those entries.
2. Create a thoughtful question you would like to ask the author or a main character, based on the events of that day.

3. Predict what you think might happen in the story, relative to the plot or main characters.

4. Note one environmental concern that is addressed in the entry.
Sample 
Date: August 18th & 19th
Summary: Paul moves from Houston, Texas to Tangerine, Florida in his first entry.  Paul discusses that the scenery was very different from what he expected. Although he expected beaches, he found miles of farmland. Strangely, Tangerine is moving away from growing citrus. Close to Tangerine, he notices thick black smoke, which his mom identifies as for clearing of trees. His mom seems to appreciate progress over nature.
Moving into their house in Lake Windsor Downs, we meet the other characters, including Erik, his abusive brother and the father who is obsessed with Erik’s football career. 
Paul and his mom get a shock when they think their house is on fire, but it is actually the lignite fire that cannot be put out.
Question: Why is the mother so focused on material things?

Prediction: The mom’s obsession with wealth is going to backfire.

Environmental Concern: The muck fires come to light and Paul’s mom is not happy.
