Journal Article:
Author(s). “Title of Article.” Title of Periodical Volume(Date): Page Number(s).

Example:

Wilcox, Rhonda V. “Shifting Roles and Synthetic Women in Star Trek: The Next

Generation.” Studies in Popular Culture 13.2 (1991): 53-65.

Newspaper or Magazine Article:
Author(s). “Title of Article.” Title of Periodical (Date): Page Number(s).

Example:

Di Rado, Alicia. “Trekking through College: Classes Explore Modern Society Using the

World of Star Trek.” Los Angeles Times 15 Mar. 1995: A3.

Encyclopedia Article:
Author(s). “Title of Article.” Title of Encyclopedia. Place of Publication: Publisher, Date.

Example: 

Sturgeon, Theodore. “Science Fiction.” The Encyclopedia Amereicana. Danbury, CT:

Grolier Incorporated, 1995.

Book Article or Chapter:
Author(s). “Title of Article.” Title of Book. Place of Publication: Publisher, Date. Page

Number(s).

Example:

James, Nancy E. “Two Sides of Paradise: The Eden Myth According to Kirk and Spock.”

Spectrum of the Fantastic. Westport, CT: Greenwood, 1988. 219-223.

Website:

Author(s). “Title of Article.” Title of Website. Date of article. Publisher. Date you looked 

it up. Web Address.

Newspaper or Magazine Article on the Internet:

Author(s). “Title of Article.” Title of Periodical. Date of first publication.The date of original publication. The date you looked up the article. Web address.

July 1998. 15 Sept. 2002. http://www.nytimes.com/library/articles/users.html.

CD-ROM:
Author(s). “Title of Article.” The Title of the CD-ROM. Medium (CD-ROM). The

Version or Edition. Place of Publication. The Publisher, Date.

Example:

Kennedy, Lauren. “Emily Dickinson.” Grolier Multimedia Encyclopedia. CD-ROM. 

Macintosh ed. 1997. Danbury, CT: Grolier, 1997.

Hints for Creating your Bibliography

1. Citations should go in alphabetical order by the beginning of the citation, usually author last name.

2. Second line and beyond of all citations should be indented.

3. Always put first listed Author’s last name, then first name.  With entries containing more than one author, you should list authors after the first one listed, first name then last.

4. If the source you are using doesn’t have part of the information for the bibliography, skip that piece of information in the citation.

5. If you have questions, be sure to ask.  That is how we all learn!!!!
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
