Volcano (noun) a vent in the earth’s surface where lava, steam and ash spew forth

(origin: Roman name for the god of fire, Vulcan)

Geography (noun) the surface or land features of an area

(origin: from Gaea, or mother earth)
Atrophy (verb) to waste away; wither and die

(origin: from Atropos, the fate who cut the thread of life)

Fatal (adj.) causing death; predetermined to die

(origin: from the Fates, those who could tell the future of man)

January (noun) the first month of the year

(origin: from Roman god Janus, two faced god of beginnings and endings)

Cyclone (noun) a tornado

(from Cyclops, one eyed giant of myth)

Arachnid (noun) eight legged insects, i.e. spiders, scorpions, mites

(Origin: From Arachnia, spinner of thread who lost to Athena and was turned into a spider)
