From the muse of memory, Mnemosyne

From Mercury (Hermes) fleet footed messenger of the gods

From Narcissus, the Greek character who fell in love with his own image.

East- noun- in the direction of the rising sun
From Eos, the goddess of the sunrise

Jovial-good humored
From Jove, or Jupiter (Zeus)

From the satyr Pan; a demi-god of woods who loved confusion and mischief.
