This club is open to all Nagel Students, their family members, and other interested friends and neighbors.  Members of all abilities (beginner – expert) are invited to join us. 
The first 40 students to return the three ski club forms and to register with Perfect North Slopes through the Nagel Club log in, will be invited to ride the ski club bus.  This bus leaves the Nagel parking lot for Perfect North Slopes, every Wednesday from January 6 to February 3, at 3:30.  If  by the middle of December, we don’t yet have 40 bus riders, we will open the seats to other Nagel students who bought Perfect North passes through other means.
The cost of skiing depends on the type of pass you wish to buy.  Most students sign up for the “Basic” package.  It runs $90 for 4 visits and 4 lessons and $46 more for 4 equipment rentals.  This year, tubing is included in the deal as a FREE add-on.  Members who attend the first two lessons will receive a credit on their account for a free 5th visit and a 5th rental, if that skier has already paid for the first 4 rentals.  That 5th visit is to take place on a Wednesday.  Perfect North Slopes has replaced the 6th visit that could be earned last year, with free tubing.  The Nagel Ski Club parents’ meeting took place Wednesday, October 28, 7:30pm in the Nagel Media Center.   During that parents meeting was the first time skiers could be registered into the ski club.
How to purchase a pass on line:

Go to www.perfectnorth.com
Click the upper right corner “Club Log-in”

Click “n” for Nagel MS

Click “Nagel Ski Club”

Type our password:       audition

Click “Login”

Lower left, click “See Available Items”

Click on the pass you wish to purchase

For the Basic Pass, click “Wednesday” if you wish to ride the bus

Choose the pass with our without rentals

Click “Add to cart”

Read the liability waiver and click “I have read…..”

Click “Continue”

At this point, you can type in your name from last year or “Create a new Guest” (bottom)

The rest is basic name, address, credit card, etc.  On this page, you can still back out of the purchase.  If you go past this page, your credit card is charged. 

Passes:

Majority of Nagel skiers purchase the “Basic Pass”.  This pass includes 8 hours of skiing/boarding four times during the season on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, or Sunday night.  The price is $90 + $46 more if you need rentals.  The $90 fee includes four lessons on Wednesday nights.  As was noted before, attending the first two lessons earns the skier a bonus fifth visit.

Bronze Flex Card:  8 hours of skiing/boarding once a week Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, or Sunday Eve. all season.   $150 + $100 if rentals are needed.

Silver Flex Card:  8 hours of skiing/boarding once a week all season.  $203 + $100 for rentals

Gold Lite Flex:  8 hours of skiing every M, T, W, Th, and Sun eve all year.  Your card is shown every time at the window for a pass.  $255 + $125 for rentals.

Gold Flex Card:  8 hours of skiing/boarding every day of the year.  Your card is shown every time at the ticket window for a pass.  $308 + $125 for rentals.

Perfect Season Pass: Unlimited skiing, boarding, and tubing.  You receive a lanyard with your photo ID.  You walk right onto the slopes.  $360 + $125 for rentals.
