I. Name of Lab: State the name of the lab/experiment you are conducting.

II. Scientific Question: Write the scientific question that will be answered as you perform the experiment.

III. Hypothesis: Make an educated guess at the scientific question. State the hypothesis in the form of an “If….., then…..” statement.

IV. Experiment/Procedure: Include materials, independent variable (there is always only one), dependent variables, controlled variables, and operational definitions (if there is one). Also include step by step directions for completing the experiment numbering them 1, 2, 3, etc.

V. Data and Observations: Write any observations necessary for answering your scientific question-usually in a chart, graph, or table.

VI. Conclusion: The conclusion is a summary of the results of your experiment. You must include the answer to your scientific question. State whether your hypothesis was correct or incorrect and provide specific evidence showing it. Also discuss any problems that occurred during the experiment that may or may not have led to a flaw in the results
